Fair and Consistent Assessment of Learners 

A provider must have adequate and appropriate systems for the assessment and verification of learner achievement. It must be able to demonstrate that the assessment is fair and consistent and that learners are kept informed of what is expected of them and of their progress in achieving it. 

Policy: a provider’s policy on Assessment of Learners should express its commitment to carry out assessment so as to be: 

· Consistent with its Mission 

· Fit for purpose 

· Understood by staff and learners 

· Fair to learners, in terms of access and process 

· Consistent across assessors 

· Consistent with national best practice 

The procedures implementing the policy should address The Assessment of Learners.

Procedure Guideline: the procedure should seek to ensure examples of evidence of good practice.

Policy for the Assessment of Learners 2004

The College aims, in keeping with its mission statement to provide all learners with the opportunity to develop their full intellectual, vocational and personal potential.
